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A case of TMJ disorders assessment of “Tokaku-joki-to-sho’’ (tao he chengqi tang zheng)

Abstract : We treated that a TMJ disorders assessment of “Tokaku-joki-to-sho” (tao he chengqi
tang zheng)‘. The patient who treated by a combination of Kampo-medicineé, meridian acupuncture
treatment and dental treatment was relieved the pain and improved the TMJ function. In the case
of prescribe for Kampo medicines, it is difficult to diagnosed by Oriental medicine that called “sho”
(zheng). Probably, Kampo medicines like “Kakkon-to” (gegen tang) take effect without Oriental
medical diagnosis, but it is important to diagnosed by it to treat the patient effectively. Especially,
in this case we reported that the TM]J disorders with perforation of the disk widely and deformity
of TM]J, it isvimportant and needed to diagnosed by Oriental medicine and whole body to treat by

Oriental medicine.
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
