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A case of atypical facial pain with severe headache

Abstract : A 53-year-old female patient with atypical facial pain was treated with nerve blocks
and Kampo medicines. This case was difficult to manage of pain, but psychotherapy was finally
effective. Atypical facial pain has some unknown etiologic factors and often has psychological
dysfunction. If patients with atypical facial pain have significant psychopathological symptoms in
addition to the face pain, it is reasonable to use whatever form of psychotherapy seems most

appropriate.
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
