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Facial causalgia developing following to tooth extraction

Abstract | We report on a case of migratory facial causalgia that resisted to standard treatment.
The condition developed immediately after extraction of a left molar with a diagnosis of gingival
abscess at a dental clinic. In spite of repeated surgery for radical treatment, the pain merely
migrated and exacerbated. In addition, the patient developed transient drug-induced hepatic dis-
order. It was a trigeminal neuralgia-like fulgurant pain, which was triggered by a light touch. It was
progressing to a chronic pain, causing a marked reduction in the patient’s QOL. Stellate ganglion
block and local, infiltrative injection to the cicatricial region were combined with administration of
Kampo medicine. The Kampo medicine, composed of Keishi-ka-jutsubu-to, Shakuyaku-kanzo-to
and Gorei-san (each 7.5g/day), was administered. The prescription was varied and 1.5 to 3.0g/day
of Shuchi-Bushi Powder was added in an increasing proportion. This treatment led to gradual

analgesia and an improvement in his QOL.
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
