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Abstract : Some significant advances have been made during past decade in man-
agement of chronic pain. However, there is no definitive and standand treatment for
chronic pain patients. Previously, Japanese government believed that Kampo was not
scientific and useful medication for any patients. However, in 1976, Kampo was
recognized as an official treatment for numerous sickness by the ministry of public
welfare in Japan and a great member of patients have been medicated in Kampo
therapy. Recently, Kampo was used in some patients with chronic pain in my clinic,
such as Neck Shoulder Arm syndrome, cerebral infarction, spinal cord injured patients.
In this article, some successful cases who were improved by Kampo therapy will be
reported.
