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Abstract : We reported one case suffered from trigeminal neuralgia treated by
Kampo medicine, who had a change of many unidentified complaints.

A case report: Fifty-one years-old female had trigeminal neuralgia for 4 years
before the first visit of our hospital. The pain had been controlled by oral adoministra-
tion of phenytoin, due to which cholecystitis was found. We started Kampo medicine,
Gorei-san, Keisi-to~goh-maobushisaisin—to, Kakkon-to, which relieved the pain.
However, nightmare occutted because of ”Bushi” under autonomic imbalance, hepatic
dysfunction (Kan-utsu), nervous depression (Ki-utsu), at various stages.

The nightmare was ceased by Kampo medicine included "Saiko” or "Ryukotu
-borei”. Other unidentified complaints were relieved by various kind of Kampo
medicines at various stages. These medications indicated the specific trigeminal
neuralgia was developed at various stage (Sho).

This case suggested that careful Kampo medicine should be prescribed for
trigeminal neuralgia associated with unidentified complaints.
