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" Abstract : Kampo therapy based on tongue diagnosis and inquiry was effective for
facial and oral pain. ; ,
Rikko-san(a Japanese herbal medicine) was effective for slight and mild oral pain,
not for severe pain. Rikko-san was safe to use in 11 patients with aspirin-induced
asthma.
More potent Kampo formulation such as Shuchi-bushi-matsu would be needed in the
treatment of severe pain. ’
It seemed that Kampo formulation has been more effective for facial and oral pain.
