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Abstract : Hiccups are occasionally difficult to controll and patients are often
referred to a pain clinic department. The authors treated two advanced cancer patients
suffering from chronic fits of hiccups with a Kampo medicine. The first case was a
64-year-old male patient with an advanced stomach cancer. The hiccup developed 2
weeks before the gastrectomy was proposed and an anti-psychotic drug was adminis-
tered to. But no effects were obtained, so the patient was referred to our department
in April 1996. The authors prescribed a Kampo medicine“Shitei-to”, and the hiccup
disappeared on the night the patient began to take the drug. The second case was a
71-year-old male patient with an inoperable lung cancer(a large cell carcinoma). The
patient was referred to our department in January 1996 for uncontrollable hiccups.
The authors prescribed a Kampo medicine“Shitei-to”, and the hiccup disappeared in a
couple of days.
