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Abstract : Rikko-san with Shuchi-bushi-matsu as Kampo therapy was more effective
for oral pain than Rikko-san only. The larger ammount of Shuchi-bushi-matsu was
used, the more effective it seemed for oral pain. The therapy are directly effective
fororal mucosa, and it will be useful in dental clinics. .
