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Abstract : Chronic chest pain is reported to be caused by upper digestive organs
disease, vertabral complaint, intercostal neuropathy and psychogenic pain. Two cases
of severe chest pain of unknown origin were treated with Kampo medicines in our pain
clinic. After administering several Kampo medicines and having a constant therapeutic
level by nerve blocks and trigger point injections, one case was treated with Saiboku-to
and Syuchi-bushi-matsu, another case was treated with Toki-to. Persisted pain was
relieved and fits of pain was removed after Kampo therapy from 2 to 4 weeks.
