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Abstract : We administered “Daikenchuto” (a kampo medicine) to the patients with
obstructive bowel disease to examine its effect. :

Case 1 is a 79 year-old man suffered from postoperative adhesive ileus due to
pancreas head cancer. As “Daikenchuto” was administered to him through an ileus
tube for days, he recovered from adhesive ileus. Case 2 (a 64 year-old man) and case 3
(a 65 year-old man) suffered from paralytic ileus. “Daikenchuto” was administered
to them through a naso-gastric tube, and they recovered from paralytic ileus. Case 4
(an 80 yea-old man) suffered from subileus due to peritonitis carcinomatosa of
advanced rectal cancer. “Daikenchuto” was also administered to him. “Daikenchuto”
was useful for the improvement of his quality of life.

It was thought that “Daikenchuto” was useful for any obstructive bowel diseases.
