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Abstract : We report on a 43-year-old woman with right shoulder RSD. She has been
suffering from habitual shoulder joint luxation, asthmatic attack and atopic dermatitis
since childhood. Her drug allergies has limited the administration of NSAIDs, and
supra-scapular nerve block worked only for a short time. Therefore, we treated her
with nerve block, acupuncture and kampo medicine. Her atrophied muscle was
recovered by acupuncture, and her asthma and atopic dermatitis were controlled by
kampo medicine (Sairei-to, Bakumondo-to, Ma-kyo-kan-seki-to) . At present she has
started light work under bi-weekly treatment.
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
