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Abstract: Kampo medicines are widely prescribed in Japanese pain clinics. They
are frequently used in extracted granules because of their convenience for
administration. However extracted granules have some disadvantages. One of the
problems is that proportion of the crude drugs in extract is fixed, wheras in decocted
herbs it can be adjusted to each patient. To overcome this problem we propose to
use combination of extracts. In this review the extract combinations routinely used
in our institutions are classified and presented.
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
