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PAIN AND KAMPO MEDICINE Vol.10 (2000)

Abstract: Anatomically, oral pains are caused through various mechanisms,
because senses like gustation and taction are particularly sensitive, and the mouth is
easily influenced by mental factors. Many cases of chronic oral pains are treated by
nerve block and/or with tranquilizers. Such cases are, however, difficult to treat by
Western medcines, and Kampo medicines may be more effective. The author treated
a 67-year-old male patient who had suffered from chronic itching in the region of
lower gingival mucous for over 10 years. We administarted a Kampo medicine, con-
sidering his itching as a slight pain. TSUMURA Rikko-san Extract Granules for Eth-
ical Use (TJ-110) and TSUMURA Shuchi-bushi-matsu N (TJ -3022) relieved and
eventually rermoved his itching. It was concluded that Kampo treatment was effec-
tive for such a minor chronic pain that resists Western medicines.
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
