bstract: Meridian (the channels and the collateral : KEIRAKU) phenomenon of
patients with lumbar intervertebral disc hernia were investigated, and meridian
patch therapy (KEIRAKU TENYAKU CHIRYOU) were performed for 4 patients.
Pain in the low back and lower extremities is induced by invasion of Fu-kan into the
low back by way of Kidney meridian. Removal of Fu-kan by applying Maou busi
saishinn-to-patch to the kidney, liver, and spleen meridians, and Kakkon-to-patch to
the urinary bladder meridian is effective for relieving pain in the low back and lower
extremities.

Herniated disk is related to degeneration called Ki-kyo and Mizu, and can be
treated by applying Hoki shimotu-to-patch and Gorei san patch to points correspond-
ing to the cartilage of the low back.
