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Abstract: Many patients who come to our neurology outpatient clinic complain of
sensory symptoms which cannot necessarily be diagnosed objectively by imaging
and/or physiological examination methods. However, even if a neurological diagnosis
cannot be reached or if psychological stress factors seemingly complicate the
symptoms, using the Oriental Medicine approach and prescribing Kampo sometimes
results in the relief of the suffering. In this paper, we report three cases in which
Sokei-kakketsu-to (T]-53) frequently used in neurology, resulted in the alleviation of
such chronic sensory symptoms as numbness of the left leg, traffic injury-induced
numbness & pain of the right leg, and stress-induced pericranial muscle tenderness.
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
