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Meridian patch therapy for relieving the pain of Herpes Zoster

Abstract: Patients with Herpes Zoster have heat in the small intestine meridian, and
their peripheral nerves (expressed by combination of Fukuryuu point and Daitsui
point) are in condition of Kitai, Fu-netsu, and have heat. Meridian patch therapy
(Keiraku Tenyaku Chiryou) for these conditions relieve pain quickly. We consider this
meridian patch therapy can become one of the safe and effective cures for the pain of
Herpes Zoster.
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
