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A Case Report of the Burning Mouth
Effectively Treated with Byakkokaninjinto (T]J-34)
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Abstract: We report a case of burning mouth that was treated with byakkokaninjinto
(TJ-34) . The complaints of this patient were burning mouth, dry mouth and intraoral
pain. Before the treatment, visual analog scale (VAS) was 44 point and tongue
temperature (TT) was 34.8C. VAS and TT were decreased with TJ-34. Eighteen
weeks later, all of those symptoms disappeared.
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
