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Effect of hochuekkito on anorexia due to the adverse effect of oxycodone
— a case report —

Abstract: Three patients, one with pain due to pulmonary cancer and the other with
chronic pain, were studied. They had anorexia after the administration of oxycontin,
though oxycontin improved the pain. In all cases, the treatment with hochuekkito
(TJ-41) rapidly and completely reversed anorexia. It was suggested that TJ-41 should
be effective for anorexia as an adverse effect of opioid.
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
