Abstract: In the standard drug therapy of neuropathic pain, antidepressant,
anticonvulsant or antianxiety drug is used. But in aged patients, the safety region of
medicine is narrow, and they sometimes show the adverse effects such as dizziness,
falling, drowsiness and/or nausea. We reported that yokukansan (T]J-54) was effective
for the neuropathic pain in the aged patients who showed adverse effects induced by

the western drug.
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
