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A case of postoperative facial pain on opposite side treated with
keishikajutsubuto and goshuyuto

Abstract: Analgesic effects of keishikajutsubuto (TJ-18) and goshuyuto (TJ]-31) on
the opposite side facial pain after an operation of left side cerebellopontine angle tumor
was reported.

The patient was a 57-year old woman suffering from tense feeling of the mouth and
tongue tip. One month later, she complained of the left sudden hearing loss onset two
weeks before. By the examination using MRI, a large tumor was revealed on the left
cerebellopontine region. She was introduced to the other hospital and the operation was
performed.

Nine months later, she visited my clinic suffering from the severe right facial pain
starting 6 months after the operation. Some examinations did not reveal any tumor and
abnormality. According to the kampo diagnosis, TJ-18 and T]J-31 were administrated to
treat her pain. It was gradually decreased in 6 months, and the administrating of
medication became unnecessary 9 months later.
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
