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Several cases of intractable headache successful treated with kampo medicine
that doesn’t emphasize effect for headache

Abstract: Various Kampo medicine is prescribed for headache. We report several
cases that kampo medicine, which is not often treated for headache, improved
intractable headache. [Case 1] Guizhi Rencantang (TJ]-82) improved headache at dawn.
[Case 2] Shengma Gegentang (TJ-101) improved headache with a feeling of feverish.
[Case 3, 4] Chuanxiongchatiaosan (TJ-124) improved headache caused by the disorder
of female hormon.

When a satisfactory effect is not admitted in headache treated with standard kampo
medicine, the effect can be expected by using these kampo medicines according to
condition of patient.
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
