Abstract: A patient was 74-year-old female with intercostal neuralgia. She is suffering
from the fear of the recurrence of cancer. Gradually she had depressed sensation,
insomnia and pain in the back and subcostal area. The administration of shigyakusan
for ten days, all symptoms were disappeared. It was suggested that the treatment of
shigyakusan that aimed at the improvement of both the relaxation of muscle and the

improvement of depressed sensation should improved the pain that occurred from the
fear of the recurrence of cancer.
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
