Abstract: Patient was a 44-year-old female suffering from various pain, for example
headache, backpain, or omalgia. The cause of the pains were unknown, but depression
should be related to them. About two weeks after the administration of both daisaikoto
and tokakujokito, all pains were disappeared. It was suggested that the combination of
daisaikoto and tokakujokito should improve the pain by the relaxation of muscle and/or
the reduction of depressed sensation.
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
