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Two cases of herpetic neuralgia treated with Kampo medicines

Abstract: Intractable pain in two patients with herpes zoster was successfully
treated with Kampo medicines. Case 1: A 57-year-old female patient suffered from
severe pain due to herpes zoster at left lateral head and neck. The pain has improved
by the treatment with a mixture of kakkonto and keishikajutubuto for 5 days. Case 2:
A 64-year-old male patient with herpes zoster was troubled by the severe burning pain
applied to the left back from left lateral abdominal wall. The pain has improved by the
treatment with a mixture of sokeikakketsuto and processed bushi powder for 7 days.
The pain and burning sensation of the rash part disappeared 9 months after the
treatment.
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
