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A case that keimakakuhanto improved the lower body pain in patient with cystitis

Abstract: A 40 year-old woman in pregnancy had lower body pain during the period
of cystitis. The pain was with irritability and persisted for 3 weeks from the onset of
cystitis. It was considered that the pain was classified into ectodermal symptom by the
character of pain and pulse diagnosis. Keimakakuhanto alleviated the pain in a week.
The patient complained of defecation power having decreased. Its power also recovered
by the keimakakuhannto treatment. Because the titer of antibody to herpes simplex
was high, the lower body pain and the impotence of anus were thought to be the
symptoms of Elsberg syndrome.
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
