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Abstract: We report eight cases with oral pain successfully treated with Kampo
formulas. We recommend the treatment of gi obstruction and yin deficiency for oral
pain. Jiinshihoto, which has been well known as a suitable formulation for patients
troubled by chronic cough with qi obstruction was effective for four patients.
Seishoekkito + bukuryouingouhangekoubokuto, kousosan + shigyakusan,
ourentothangeshashinto, and seishinnrenshiin were prescribed according to Kampo
diagnosis, which lead patients to prompt improvement.
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
