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Abstract: Migraine is regarded as a daily-life disease in an extreme expression.
Therefore, the careful medical interview of daily habit is important.
In the intractable cases that they do not respond to Kampo treatment conformity with
clinical practice guideline for chronic headache, sometimes brain-gut interaction is
contribute of their pain.
According to abdominal pattern we can diagnosis physical constitution of the patients,
and Kampo-medicine is able to normalize their abnormal digestive function.
This paper has described curing with Kampo therapy based on abdominal pattern to a
case of migraine from childhood to adolescence.
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
