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A Case on Efficacy of Combining Western Medicine Treatment with Japanese
Traditional Medicine (Kampo Medicine) for Dental Treatment Induced Pain

Abstract: In addition to dental caries, periapical periodontitis, periodontal disease, and
external trauma, tooth pain can also be induced by dental treatment itself; such pains
can interfere with daily life.

Conventional treatments for these conditions include pharmacotherapy and psychother-
apy. However, some of these conditions are challenging to treat.
We report a case refractory to Western medical treatment but improved with the con-

comitant use of Kampo therapy yokukansan.
In cases refractory to Western medical treatment, the concomitant use of Kampo ther-

apy is recommended.
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
